Attention of the Regional Vigilance & Enforcement Officers, is
invited to the reference 1" cited wherein a clarification was issued that
the buildings / Complexes which cost less than Rs.1 Crore in Civil
works need not be taken for bulk consumption of building materials
and also the buildings / Complexes under construction or recently
completed only be considered for inspection, keeping in view the
Jjudgement of Honourable High Court of A P, Hyderabad dated 25-6-
1993 in W.P. Nos. 17295 /89, 18106/ 89, 17838 / 89.

2 In view of the increased rate of building materials used in the
civil works in the recent past, it is decided not to take up the inspection
of buildings / complexes which cost less than Rs. 2 crores ( excluding

land cost ) and or whose built up area is less than 30,000 sq_feet.

3. It is, further, decided that the buildings / complexes under
construction and / or completed within 2 years from the proposed date

of visit only be_ considered for inspection.
