Prof. S.K. Rahman,
director (academics and
planning), Jawaharlal
Nehru Architecture and
Fine Arts University,
told Deccan Chronicle.

Earlier, people would
orient their house to the
northeast. “The NE-fac-
ing house was ideal as it
had both natural light-
ing and cross-ventila-
tion. Now, things have
changed as the customer
is looking for Vaastu.
Providing lighting is
something only an inte-
rior designer can do. Her
job is to ensure that the
house is given the right
amount of natural light.
The colour scheme plays
a vital role,” Prof.
Rahman said.

If a person chooses cool
colours — blues and gre-
ens — it shows that he is
facing stress as these
walls keep the mind
cool. If he has warm
colours — reds, yellows,
orange hues — it shows
that the person is invit-
ing some warmth.

“This is all part of the
psychology, which is
taken into consideration
by an interior designer,”
Prof. Rahman said.

Attraction to the uncommon is a
common instinct. Having some-
thing rare not only feels pleas-

ant, but can also project a higher sta-
tus and pride for the possessor as tra-
ditional pieces have distinct visual
markers that bring back warm fuzzy
feelings. Antique pieces usually carry
this aura. With real antiques hard to
come by, and which can be expensive
when available in the market, or for
sale by their owners, a market has
developed by master craftsmen who
can create that antique look, be it in
furniture, lighting fixtures, and the
like.

Most of such antique fur-
niture is made from
hardwood such

as mahogany, cherry wood, dark pear
wood, oak, elm, beech, silver birch,
teak, ebony. Most of it, is made by
hand, by skilled craftsmen. The tradi-
tional furniture made kings and
queens of commoners —  even if that
regal feeling has been limited to just
their living room. That is the reason
people show interest in the vintage
furniture. If they do not find vintage
articles, they try to decorate their
houses with copies of master antique
pieces. Mir Abbas Ali Moosvi, an
expert in antiques said there was a lot
of difference between the furniture
used in palaces and houses of nobles
of the past, and the people of that time.

“If you see furniture in royal palaces
palaces of the past, you will find a few
kinds of chairs and in the Mughal era.
During the 18th century, furniture
began to be imported from Europe.
Later, foreign companies opened their
workshops here and started making
furniture with the  local craftsman,
using their own patterns.” Moosvi
explained.

He said that though the use of tradi-
tional furniture has declined sharply,
as its cost is out of reach of most peo-
ple, many love to have traditional fur-
niture in their homes. “There are
many craftsmen who can copy the
antique pieces here in the city,”
Moosvi said.

If you can’t have the original, you can have a copy. Many families get copies 
of antique furniture made for their homes.

Old-style furniture evokes warm,
fuzzy feelings which is why there is a
demand for them.

Craftsmen in the city can make old-style furniture if you
cannot lay your hands on the expensive antiques.
